Course Description:

This course is intended to build the capacity for perseverance and problem solving through collaboration and consensus building.  We will develop these attributes while providing relevance of mathematics and how it is used in life, as well as a range of professions.  We will work to solve contextualized math problems through practice and application of various topics from Algebra, Geometry, Statistics, and Trigonometry.  Assignments and projects require full time allotted for class in order to demonstrate how well you understand these concepts and their applications.  Because of this collaborative and open middle approach NO MAKE UP shall be given for missed days as it is impossible to replicate the experience.  Please plan to attend ALL classes.

A strong commitment to “necessary struggle” is imperative in order to fulfill the requirements of this course.  Some of the work in this summer course may require you to be familiar with (or willing to learn) Excel and instructors may make use of other applications to facilitate and enhance written and verbal expression, mathematical comprehension and critical thought.

Assessments:

A pre-test will be given on Tuesday June 14, 2016 and a post-test is scheduled for Wednesday July 6, 2016.  Throughout the course of the program, at the instructor’s discretion, other forms of assessment will be used to measure understanding of mathematical concepts such as activities, group discussions, or board work. 

Classwork/Homework Expectations:

Classwork/Homework is a part of your requirement in fulfilling the Bridge program.  You must maintain a satisfactory grade in the course in order to earn completion of the program.  Classwork/Homework is a way to gain a better understanding of the topics exploded in class, and only through your time and effort will you achieve this.  Assignments will be graded and should you choose not to uphold your Classwork/Homework requirements then your name will be submitted to the Bridge staff for follow up.
