Course Description:

This course is intended to demonstrate the relevance of mathematics and how it is used in a range of professions through practice and application of various topics Algebra, Geometry, Statistics, and Trigonometry.  There will be a focus on both independent and collaborative research projects that will require time both in class and away from school.  Some preparation for the ACT will also be covered along with testing strategies for the Math section.  A strong algebra background is necessary in order to fulfill the requirements of this course.  Much of the work in this course may utilize technology such as Excel, Word, PowerPoint, and other applications to facilitate and enhance written expression, mathematical comprehension and critical thought.
Required Materials:

· Composition notebook or binder with paper

· Pencils and Pens

· Calculator (four function, scientific, or graphing).  NO CELL PHONES CALCULATORS ARE ALLOWED FOR USE!
